Year Two Maths
This week we have been learning to construct and interpret tally charts and bar graphs. 
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Activity 1 

Play a game called Don’t Roll a 6. This is a fun way to practise recording and counting tallies. Take it in turns to roll a dice and record your score (the number on the dice) as a tally. When someone rolls a 6 the game is over. Count your tallies and the person with the highest score wins. Remember to record your tallies in groups of 5. This helps you to keep them organised and to count them quicker.
