Home Reading 

This year, we are making a change to the books your child will bring home. All children who are on the Read Write Inc Phonics programme will now bring home two books. These books should come into school every day with the child’s reading record. 
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One book is a Read Write Inc book that has a direct correlation to the sounds they are being taught that week during the daily phonics sessions. This book is meant to be read independently to develop fluency. Please encourage your child to sound out (Fred talk) words they are unsure of and support them when reading ‘red’ words; these are words that are not decodable and can be found on the first page of the book. At the back of each book, you will find a list of questions to ask your child to check their understanding of what they have read. We suggest that this book is read three times each week to encourage word recognition and fluency. The more familiar they become with the book, the more confidently and fluently they will read it. As this Read Write Inc book is designed to be read multiple times, it will be changed once a week on a Monday. 
We have invested a considerable amount of money in these Read Write Inc books so it is crucial that they are looked after at home. 

The other book is a reading for pleasure book which is chosen by the children. The aim of this book is to enjoy sharing books and stories together and to foster a love of reading. This book can be read with adult support as it might contain some sounds and red words that the children have not yet learnt. It is still important to talk about what is happening, ask them questions to check their understanding and explore new vocabulary in these books. This reading for pleasure book will be changed as soon as your child has read it. Adults will check that an adult at home has signed and dated this book before it is changed. 
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Once children have finished the Read Writ Inc Phonics programme, they will no longer take home a Read Write Inc book but will continue to choose a reading for pleasure book from either our coloured book boxes or our Free Reader book shelves that is matched to their reading ability.
