How to Use RWI Spelling Log Books
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When your child starts the RWI Spelling programme they will be given an A5 log book. This book should come into school and go home every day with their reading book and reading record. 
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Each page of the log book corresponds to a different spelling rule that your child will learn. Each page contains two boxes. Children will record any green or red/orange words that they spelt incorrectly during a spelling test in the top box. These words need to be practised again at home. If this top box is empty, assume that your child spelt all of the words correctly. 
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Children will record green and red/orange words from a new spelling rule in the bottom box. These words need to be practised at home for a short amount of time five times a week. If your child can confidently spell the words in this box, you can practise spelling other words that follow the same spelling rule.

At the bottom of each page there is a tip or rhyme to help you remember spelling rules and tricky spellings. You do not need to record anything in these log books at home and you may practise the spellings in any way you like.
